Ramesh Babu K P, a 57-year-old father from 
Mokeri Panchayat, Kannur, faced immense 
hardships after being diagnosed with skin and 
blood cancer, forcing him to close his stationery 
shop in Bangalore. In partnership with a local 
NGO, Aster DM Foundation helped him set up a 
street petty shop, providing the materials 
needed to restart his business.

Mrs. Sulaika, a widow caring for her two 
daughters, including one with a mental 
disability, struggled without a stable 
income, relying on public support. Despite 
her excellent tailoring skills, she lacked the 
means to establish a business. Aster DM 
Foundation helped her set up a 
home-based stitching unit, providing a 
sustainable source of income while 
allowing her to care for her family. 

Ms. Zeenath,  has launched a small retail 
shop
from home while caring for her 27-year-old 
son with disabilities, thanks to support from 
Aster DM Foundation, Kochi, and the 
Palakkad District Social Justice Office. Her 
shop has quickly gained local support, 
providing her with a stable income. 

Mr. Rajesh, a dedicated cattle farmer, lost all 
nine of his cattle in the devastating Chooralmala 
Mundakkai landslide, leaving him without a 
source of income to support his family. To help 
him rebuild, Aster DM Foundation provided him 
with a cow, offering both financial and emotional 
relief. This initiative marks the first step in 
restoring his livelihood and regaining 
self-reliance.

Mr. Sunil Kumar, a paraplegic individual,
struggled to sustain himself while living 
alonein a shed, relying on neighbors and 
public aid. Finding a stable source of 
income was a constant challenge. 
Through the Livelihood Support Project, 
the Aster DM Foundation helped him 
establish a poultry farm, providing him 
with financial stability and independence.

Mrs. Sajida Shakeer, a 48-year-old from
Palluruthi, Ernakulam, has never let polio 
define her. Despite her physical disability, she 
tirelessly supports her family by stitching 
garments on an old sewing machine.
