A Relief for Conflict Victims
Through Humanitarian Aid in Gaza
#AsterVolunteersDisasterAid

Aster Volunteers and Asterians United, in collaboration with Emirates Red Crescent, as part of 

the annual theme “Joy of Giving,”  came together to support victims and families affected by the 

conflict in Gaza. Essential one-month food ration kits worth AED 2.5 million were dispatched 

across two shipments in September 2025 and February 2026, bringing timely humanitarian aid to 

around 100,000 individuals affected by the crisis.

The initiative was made possible through the generous contributions of our volunteers and 

employees, along with their dedicated efforts in supporting the packing and dispatch of relief 

supplies. We also extend our sincere appreciation to the leadership team members of Emirates 

Red Crescent, Mr. Khaled Aljenibi, Mr. Rashid Alijenibi, and Mr. Mohammed Alyamahy, and their 

team for their support and coordination in facilitating the aid distribution for families in Gaza.

Aster Volunteers, in partnership with the Ministry of Health, Rwanda, The Big Heart Foundation, 

and Health Development Initiative Rwanda (HDI), conducted Mission Rwanda to improve access 

to primary healthcare services for remote communities across the country.

The initiative brought together healthcare professionals, volunteers, and partners in a 

collaborative effort to expand medical outreach. Doctors from Aster Hospitals across the UAE, 

Oman, and India worked alongside local healthcare partners to deliver medical support services at 

the College of Medicine and Health Sciences, University of Rwanda. The mission also featured an 

International Medical Symposium led by Ms. Alisha Moopen, Managing Director and Group 

CEO, Aster DM Healthcare, engaging over 400 medical students through expert-led sessions 

focused on medical education, knowledge sharing, and capacity building.

This mission had commenced with the official flag-off of the 64th Aster Volunteers Mobile 

Medical Services unit in Dubai, in the presence of Dr. Azad Moopen, Founder Chairman, Aster 

DM Healthcare, and Mr. T. J. Wilson, Executive Director and Group Head of Governance & 

Corporate Affairs, Aster DM Healthcare. Ahead of deployment in Kigali, doctors and paramedics 

from Rwanda had also undergone hands-on training sessions in Dubai to strengthen 

preparedness and operational capabilities for the mission.

A key highlight of Mission Rwanda was the participation of overseas volunteers in

Kigali Car Free Day alongside Prime Minister Dr. Justin Nsengiyumva and national leaders, 

reflecting a shared commitment towards promoting public health and community well-being. The 

mission also extended to Cyaruzinge, where a medical camp was conducted to provide healthcare 

consultations and support for local communities.

4-Day Relief Mission and Volunteer
Recognition for Mission Sharjah

Aster Volunteers UAE partnered with the Sharjah Social Services Department to carry out a 

four-day relief medical mission due to heavy rain across the regions Sharjah and Ajman, providing 

urgent healthcare and humanitarian support to affected communities which were facing a myriad 

of problems such as road blocks, water-clogging, and water damage. The team also deployed the 

Aster Volunteers Mobile Medical Services (AVMMS) UAE unit on-site to extend medical access 

and emergency care to impacted residents.

The mission reached 138 patients through medical consultations, with free medicines delivered 

to 46 individuals and emergency transfers arranged for five high-risk cases. In addition to 

healthcare services, the team distributed ration kits, water supplies, and supported displaced 

families in coordination with Sharjah Police and the Special Task Force.

Following this successful mission, Aster Volunteers hosted a special appreciation ceremony to 

recognize the dedication and commitment of the volunteers who supported Mission Sharjah 

(Flood 2026), stepping forward to help communities during a time of need.

The event was held at the Aster Corporate Office, Al Hudaiba, Kalam Hall, with it taking place in 

the presence of Mr. T J Wilson, Executive Director and Group Head, Governance and Corporate 

Affairs. The gathering celebrated the collective efforts, compassion, and resilience of the 

volunteers whose contributions made a meaningful impact during the flood relief mission.
