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Health for All underscores the urgent need for accessible and affordable healthcare for 
everyone, everywhere. From underserved rural communities to overburdened urban health 
systems, the gaps in healthcare access must be addressed.

The initiatives included specialized pediatric, cardiac, and medical camps, awareness sessions, 
hygiene drives, and preventive healthcare programmes for children, employees, and 
underserved communities. Community medical camps and screenings supported over 
700+ beneficiaries through consultations, ECG, BMD, vision screening, and specialist 
medical services.

Further strengthening pediatric healthcare support, Aster Volunteers, in collaboration with 
Aster Sick Kids Foundation and Aster Medcity Hospital, provided super-speciality pediatric 
neurology and ortho deformity services to 62 children at Children’s Village, Peace Valley, 
Kothamangalam, through consultations led by Dr. Dona and Dr. Jo, while 4 children received 
advanced surgical and medical intervention support.

Aster Volunteers from Aster Whitefield Hospital and Aster RV Hospital, conducted a series of 
health awareness, screening, and donation drives across communities, collectively reaching 
375+ beneficiaries, along with 165 blood donors, through multiple programmes during the 
months of March and April 2026.

Aster Volunteers Kerala supported inclusive education and livelihood empowerment through 
multiple initiatives. A wheelchair was donated to Buds School, Valliyad in association with the 
Little Flower Institute of Social Sciences and Health helping children with special needs 
improve mobility and participation in learning activities. In another initiative, a motorized 
wheelchair was provided to Mr.Anooj, a 28-year-old  beneficiary with cerebral palsy from 
Kaloor, enabling greater independence in daily life.

As part of the initiative, support was also extended to Mr. Sajeevan, a 43-year-old from Kannur 
who has been living with the challenges of polio and relies on a wheelchair for mobility. Living 
with his wife and young son, the assistance marked a new beginning, helping improve his 
mobility and ease in everyday life.

Livelihood support was extended to individuals and families through practical interventions. A 
fish stall was provided to a polio-affected beneficiary to enable sustainable income generation, 
while a wheelbarrow, Ms. Vijaya from Kuttikattoor was given to a small organic farmer family 
to support their vegetable cultivation and daily work. In addition, a centralized community 
kitchen was established in Palakkad, supporting five widowed women with a stable income 
opportunity through meal preparation and supply, promoting dignity and financial 
independence.

The PIRAVI programme further promoted eco-conscious living by distributing 420 saplings to 
families of newborns between January and March 2026, reinforcing the message of

The initiatives included a community cleaning drive in Kannur that involved canal cleaning, 
plastic waste removal, and sapling plantation with active participation from local residents, 
NSS members, and community associations, promoting environmental responsibility and civic 
engagement.

In addition, a 7-day community outreach initiative in tribal areas combined Anganwadi 
renovation, cleaning drives, awareness activities, gardening efforts, and a medical camp, 
strengthening healthcare access and environmental awareness through collective community 
participation.
